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In this search process users have to put search terms related to the bibliographic fields 
provided in the left side of the search bars. The press has huge range of different language 
collections. In the search process they are able to choose one particular language form the 
top down menu shown in the above screen shot. File type can also be selected from pdf, 
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The above search process gives bibliographic information like title, author of the 
documents, publication details, language etc. The following screen shot is an example of 
the bibliographic details of a particular title:
