NAD maintains the stock of all the assets created, controlled and maintained by the 
RLB/ULB/Line Department in the country and assigns a code to each asset for its 
unique identification leading to effective utilization of the Assets. It is tropically 
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limited only in India.

 It provides information under three main categories, i.e. “Citizens Section”, 
“Supporting Documents” & “Latest updates”. Under each of them some topics can 
be seen which include some sub topics also. In case of  “Citizens Section”, some of 
the following topics and sub topics can be seen: 
 

    
        
After clicking on a particular topic at micro levels, some mandatory search criteria & 
capcha have to be filled. Such as to get a result of  “Asset Transfer Report”, two 
mandatory fields (state & plan unit type ) and some other fields are to be filled up.                                            
At the same time, to search asset non performance report following criteria have to 
be filled and the path can be seen also.
