Govinfo is a service of the United States Government Publishing Office (GPO),
which is a Federal agency in the legislative branch. GPO launched govinfo in
February 2016 as a beta website, which means it is a work in progress.

Govinfo provides free public access to more than a million official publications from
all three branches of the Federal Government. It covers GPO documents &as well as
other documents that manages to give information about government information.

Govinfo is free U.S. Government information for all. In this site, documents are
arranged under a-z alphabetically, specific collections, under date, committee and
author. All of these are subdivided into categories, subcategories and micro-
categories. Each category holds documents, into its sub-categories. The sub-
categories hold documents into its micro categories. Users can easily select a
particular search process from these to go to a particular document.

Summary holds information like Category, Collection, and
Full Title etc. Even the documents can be shown in MODS command mode and
PREMIS mode. The document is also available in Zip format.
