The Durham Museum’s Photo Archive document the fascinating history of Omaha 
from its early days as a young frontier town to a unique and sophisticated city. A 
long forgotten storefront, Presidents on parade, row upon row of cattle in the 
stockyards, streetcars and a family picnic; each image preserves one moment in time, 
but also tells a hundred different stories! 
 
The Durham Museum’s Photo Archive contains over 700,000 images,  Here are few 
featured topics that are available: 
 
The Knights of AkSarBen Foundation - Visitors can find photos of the AkSarBen 
Bridge, Coronations, Rodeos, Horse Shows, Races and much more. 
 
Union Pacific Railroad – Visitors can find photos of trains, stations, tracks, workers 
and all things train related. 
 
Union Stockyards - Located in South Omaha, the Union Stockyards was one of the 
largest livestock market and meat packing centers of its day. 
 
"Old Omaha” – Some of the earliest images in the archive date to the creation of 
Omaha in the newly organized Nebraska Territory.
